Wear interval: 2 week changes for stages 1-2.  
Weekly changes with attachment placement at  
the beginning of stage 3

Treatment time: 25 months (includes 19 weeks 
“logistics” wait time and a two month delay due to 
COVID-19 pandemic office closure)
